iPod touch: Charging the battery

· Connect the device to your computer (not your keyboard) using the included cable to charge the battery and sync. Your computer must be turned on and not in sleep or standby mode. If the device is connected to a computer that's not turned on or is in sleep or standby mode, the battery may drain. 

An icon in the upper-right corner of the screen shows battery charging status. If you charge the battery while syncing or using iPod touch, it might take longer to charge.
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Rechargeable batteries have a limited number of charge cycles and may eventually need to be replaced. Battery life and number of charge cycles vary by use and settings. www.apple.com/batteries/ipods.html.

The battery indicator on an iPod touch shows approximately how much charge is left in the battery. For information on how long the battery is expected to last between charges, see the iPhone or iPod touch technical specifications.

iPod touch: Turning on/off and resetting
To turn on:  Press and hold the Sleep/Wake button until the Apple logo appears.
To turn completely off: Press and hold the Sleep/Wake button for a few seconds until the red slider appears, then slide the slider.

· If you are in a location with multiple Wi-Fi networks, verify that you are selecting the correct network. 

· Verify that the Wi-Fi network settings are correct: 
· Tap Settings > 
· Tap Wi-Fi. Locate the Wi-Fi network you are currently using and tap [image: image5.jpg]



· You can configure network-specific settings, including IP address, DNS, and Search Domain settings. 
· Entering Proxy:  Settings->WiFi(Select Network(Connect->Scroll to the bottom of the screen(Select Manual.  Enter  Proxy Numbers

Use "Forget this Network" to reset settings for this particular Wi-Fi network, including the password. This is also useful if you identify a network issue and want to prevent the device from automatically using this network in the future.
